VISA 
For almost all nationalities a single entry tourist visa for Kenya can be obtained at the 
airport upon arrival at a cost of US$25.-.

TRANSFERS BETWEEN NAIROBI AND GARISSA 
We will provide busses to take you from Nairobi to Garissa on Sunday 6th June 2010. 
Transport will be against a small fee. Travel time takes between 6 hours (Nairobi  
Garissa) to 7 hours (Nairobi Jomo Kenyatta International Airport  Garissa), with an 
extra half hour in case of a tea/refreshment break en route. Ideally delegates should be 
arriving in Nairobi on Saturday 5th June 2010 and travel to Garissa on Sunday 6th 
June 2010. For delegates arriving on 6th June 2010 (Sunday morning arrivals) there will 
be a bus directly from Jomo Kenyatta International Airport (JKIA) to Garissa. Please note 
that overland road travel outside daylight hours (after 19hrs) is not recommended in 
Kenya. The latest for buses to leave from JKIA is at 11hrs (11a.m.). 
 
To allow us plan the pick-up of delegates from Nairobi hotels and from JKIA on Sunday 
6th June kindly send your Nairobi hotel details and/or flight arrival details to:
